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INTRODUCTION

This booklet has been issued inordertoassist centres preparing candi da
new specifications in GCSE examinations and its main purpose is to provide a summary of

the assessment, the new codes, the components/units offered (including their weightings,

maximum raw and UMS scores, where applicable) and a list of permissible combinations.

Availability of units and the opportunity to apply for certification in January and June is also

provided..

New GCSEs will be available to the following timetable:

1 Non-core subjects i for first teaching from September 2009. fShort course awardso
for these subjects will be available for certification in June 2010 andfi Si ngl e awar ds
(i,efullcourse)and @ Do ub I (eithadoable dradeé), where applicable, in June
2011.

9 Core subjects (English/English Language/English Literature, Welsh/Welsh Second
Language, Welsh Literature, Mathematics and ICT) i for first teaching from
September 2010. fShort course awardsofor these subjects (only applicable for ICT,
Welsh Second Language and Welsh Second Language Applied), will be available for
certification in June 2011 and A Si n g | e (i.a.fukhaoutse)dn June 2012.

9 Science specifications i A new suite of specifications are available for first teaching
from September 2011. Science A and Science B only will be available for
certification in June 2012. The separate science specifications of Biology, Chemistry
and Physics, Additional Science and Additional Applied Science will be available for
certification in June 2013.

Film Studies, available for the first time at GCSE and first certification in June 2009, is
included together with GCSEs for Performing Arts and Psychology, available at GCSE for
the first time for first teaching from September 2009.

The majority of the specifications are now provided in unitised form to allow for staged

assessment and re-sit opportunities; Art and Design, Business Studies, Film Studies and

Geology remain as linear assessment i.e. all components are taken at the end of the course.

The booklet should be read in conjunction with the following documents:

C Rules for new GCSE Specifications i terminal requirements, re-sits and
cashing-in: Notes for Teachers and Examination Officers (JCQ booklet T
www.jcq.org.uk). This booklet provides a comprehensive guide to the application of
the rules, terminal requirements and in particular issues arising from the provision for
re-sits, and options for cashing-in.

The following briefly highlights important points to note for the new qualifications:
Terminal requirement

1 Atleast 40% of the assessment must be taken in the examination series in which the
gualification is certificated.

1 The final grade will include the assessment results which satisfy this terminal
requirement.

This means that students must complete their course by taking units that make up at least
40% of the weighting for the whole qualification. The results for the units that satisfy this
terminal requirement will count (i.e. they will be used to calculate the grade), even if there is
a better score for an earlier attempt at one or more of these units.

Re-sit rules
i Students may re-sit each unit once.
9 Options within an assessment unit and optional units are treated as separate units

with regard to re-sits.

9 Atiered unit or tiered option may be re-sat once at either tier (it is not permissible to
make two attempts at each tier of a tiered unit).

1 The better result counts towards the final grade; however, if a unit forms part of the
terminal requirements then the most recent result must be used (see above).

How do Foundation and Higher Tiers work?

In a Foundation tier unit targeted at Grades C i G, the maximum uniform mark available will
be equivalent to a top Grade C. In tiered subjects with unit results from different tiers, WIJEC
will generate the best grade for the students using the optimum combination. So, students
may:

i take different units at different tiers
9 re-sit a unit at a different tier (once only)

and WJEC will calculate the best grade (subject to the terminal requirement and re-sit rules).
Re-taking a qualification

1 A qualification may be taken more than once i either by re-sitting all the units, or by
re-sitting some units and re-using previous results for others, subject to the terminal
requirement being satisfied.

1 When a qualification is re-taken, a student may have up to two further attempts at
each unit. However, only the better of the last two results will count towards the final
grade, or the last result if it is needed to satisfy the terminal requirement.



Can GCSE grades be declined?
Students cannot decline certification of GCSE awards after the results are published.
Eligibility

Students will be eligible for a qualification only when they have entered for a valid
combination of units and for the cash-in.

SUBJECT ISSUES

GCSE English, English Language, English Literature

The following conditions apply to the entry and reporting arrangements for these
subjects:

England
1 In England, pre-16 candidates entered for GCSE English Language must also be
entered for GCSE English Literature. (Achievement in English Language will only
be included in performance tables that record the achievement of 5 or more
GCSEs including English and Mathematics if students are also entered for
English Literature).

Candidates entered for GCSE English may not be entered at the same series for either
GCSE English Language or GCSE English Literature.

Wales and Northern Ireland
1 GCSE English is not available in Wales. Centres can meet the statutory
requirements fully through entering pre-16 candidates for both GCSE English
Language and GCSE English Literature. For the minority of candidates entered only
for GCSE English Language, centres should ensure their taught curriculum fulfils
statutory requirements.

History, Humanities and Religious Studies A

Because of the large number of options available, particular care is needed regarding
permissible combinations. Centres are therefore urged to pay particular attention to the
tables on pages 22-24, 28 and 36 when entering for these subjects.

Mathematics

There are two mathematics GCSE specifications available:
GCSE Mathematics: This is a unitised specification.
GCSE Mathematics Linear: This is a linear specification.
