Explanation of Cash-in

Centres should enter a cash–in for the level of the candidate’s lowest component, as this will be the only award possible. Cash-ins should only be used if candidates are entering all three components or if candidates say have sat two components in a previous series and are entering the third component in the present series. If a candidate fails a component they can re-enter in the next available series.
