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Candidates undertaking the NEA are required to keep a detailed record of his / her own research, planning and the resources consulted.  Resources are defined as books, websites and audio / visual resources.  In addition, if those resources are used, then they must referenced.  This record may be required by the WJEC but does not have to be submitted with the NEA.  Candidates are advised to keep this record securely until after the end of the examination series with any “any rough notes and materials as evidence of work done independently” as required by the NEA regulations.
