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INSTRUCTIONS FOR TEACHER EXAMINERS LUJ eC
1. Task setting and format of the assessment CbOC

Tasks are set and marked by WJEC. Each digital audio recording must be uploaded within
48 hours of completion of the assessment along with the MFL Centre Form and the
allocation of set list. Further information about the upload process will be made available to
Examinations Officers.

The task cards (Sets 1-6) will be sent to the Examinations Officer. The teacher examiner
may open the package up to three working days in advance of the centre’s first assessment
date. Each candidate will be allocated one task booklet by WIJEC. Candidates must not be
told which booklet has been allocated to them prior to their assessment time. The teacher
examiner must ensure that each candidate is assessed with the correct set. Any candidates
who are absent from the assessment must be recorded as ‘A’ on the allocation of set list.
Any late entry candidates must also be recorded on this list along with the set of cards
allocated.

The speaking assessments will take place during the period specified by WIEC. Centres
must keep a record of the schedule (including dates) for conducting assessments.

Teacher examiner prompts for the role play, the seen and additional questions for the photo
card discussion, and the themes for the conversation are provided with the assessment
materials.

2. Task taking

Each candidate will have a preparation time of 12 minutes prior to the start of the
assessment. This preparation time must be supervised by a non-subject specialist.

Candidates are not permitted to use dictionaries in any part of the assessment.

During the preparation time, the candidate may make notes on a single side of A4 paper and
refer to the notes during the assessment. The candidate should not write out complete or
continuous sentences, nor write on the task booklet. The teacher examiner must check the
notes prior to the start of the assessment and remove the notes from the candidate if they
contain complete or continuous sentences. Otherwise, the notes must be handed to the
teacher examiner at the end of the assessment, along with the task booklet.

After the preparation, the teacher examiner must ensure that the candidate spends the
following times on each task:

FOUNDATION AND HIGHER TIER Timings

Task Foundation Tier Higher Tier
Role play 2 minutes 2 minutes
Photo card discussion 2 minutes 3 minutes
Conversation (Part 1 and Part 2) 3-5 minutes total 5—7 minutes total

The approximate timings for each task should be adhered as closely as possible to ensure
that the candidate is able to access the full range of marks. The timings for the conversation
include the two parts of this task. Teacher examiners must ensure that each part of the
conversation is given equal timings of between 1% and 2% minutes for Foundation Tier and
2% and 3% minutes for Higher Tier. The overall timings must be adhered to and any
speaking evidence that exceeds these timings will not be marked.

3. Conducting the assessment

Candidates will be allowed one attempt at the assessment. Once the recording begins it
cannot be paused or stopped until the end of the assessment. The only circumstances in
which a candidate can be re-tested are if there is a technical malfunction during the
assessment (so that, for example, the assessment has not been recorded or is inaudible), or
an incident occurs beyond the teacher examiner’s control which prevents the completion of
the assessment. If a candidate needs to be re-tested, the teacher examiner should use the
next card in the sequence and only assess the role play and photo card discussion. The
conversation task cannot be re-tested. In any such event the teacher examiner must note
the circumstances and which set of cards was used on the allocation of set list prior to
uploading.

When introducing each candidate at the start of each recording, the following convention
must be used:
Specification / centre number / candidate number / candidate name / set number / tier / date

Role play

The role plays contain five interactions, and candidates will be instructed who starts the
dialogue on their task card. The teacher examiner is not required to read out the scenario to
the candidate and must not rephrase the prompts.

Photo card discussion

Foundation Tier candidates will see three questions during the preparation period followed
by one unseen question. For Higher Tier there will be two questions seen during the
preparation period followed by two unseen questions. The teacher examiner will lead the
discussion by asking the seen questions followed by the unseen question(s). The teacher
examiner may repeat or rephrase the questions, provided that the same meaning is
maintained.

Conversation

For part 1, candidates will select one of the bullet points from the task booklet for their
discussion. The teacher examiner will ask in the assessed language which bullet point the
candidate has chosen and then the candidate is expected to initiate the conversation. If the
candidate is unable to, the teacher-examiner may prompt the candidate.

For part 2, the candidate will choose a bullet point from a broad theme not covered in Part 1
of the conversation. The teacher examiner will ask the candidate in the assessed language
which bullet point they have chosen and will start the conversation. The teacher examiner
must ensure that each part of the conversation is given equal timings of between 1% and 2%
minutes for Foundation Tier, and 2% and 3% minutes for Higher Tier. Suggested questions
for the conversation are provided on page 3-6 of this booklet. These are examples only and
are not prescriptive or exhaustive.
