Speaking and listening assessment dates: The dates for 2025 GCSE Welsh Second Language Non-
Examination Assessments are as follows – Unit 1 (3020U10) 18, 19 and 20 March 2025; Unit 2 
(3020U20) 25, 26 and 27 March 2025. Sample submission date on IAMIS Upload plus relevant 
paperwork: 5 May 2025.

May 2025.
