INDEPENDENT INVESTIGATION FEEDBACK 
 
Please accept our apologies for the delay in returning the 2020 samples to you as a result of 
our offices being closed since March. Returns are now being processed and will be with you 
very shortly. 
 
Although we cannot provide individual centre feedback, our moderation teams have selected 
two examples of the work seen in 2020. Both these investigations (and a full moderator 
report on each) have been uploaded to the secure website. 
 
Please note that students must still source their own primary and secondary data for 2021 
submissions. It will not be permissible to complete an investigation based purely on 
secondary data. Where students are using unmanipulated raw data sets this should be 
supported by other primary data they have sourced. Where necessary, students may make 
use of technology to source primary data remotely. Useful tools could include: 
 

• Survey 123 can be used to collect primary data simply and safely using a mobile 
phone or tablet 

• Survey Monkey can be used to create simple online surveys 
• Microsoft Forms offers opportunities to create surveys and polls that can be linked 

directly to a QR code 
• GeogIT fieldwork app – incorporates 35 different methods of data collection 
• Crowdsignal – a simple tool to create online surveys and polls
