	Where a much wider variety of new business opportunities and jobs are created in a region.

	Ecotourism
Ecodwristiaeth
	Small scale tourist projects that create money for conservation as well as creating local jobs.

	Emerging middle class
[bookmark: _GoBack]Dosbarth canol newydd
	The growing number of people in developing countries who are well educated and reasonably well paid.

	Formal occupations
Galwedigaethau ffurfiol 
	Jobs that receive a regular wage and which are recognised and controlled by the state.

	Globalisation
Globaleiddio
	Flows of people, ideas, money and goods are making an increasingly complex global web that links people and distant places together.

	Gross National Income (GNI) per person
Incwm Gwladol Crynswth y pen (ICG)
	The average income in a country. 

	Landlocked
Tirgaeedig
	A country that has no coastline and, therefore, has no sea ports. Many of the world's poorest countries are landlocked.

	Leakage
Colledion
	When money, spent by tourists, benefits companies in other countries rather than people working in the country that the tourists are visiting.

	Mass tourism
Twristiaeth dorfol
	When very large numbers of tourists, who have bought a package holiday, visit a large resort.

	Micro-credit
Micro-credyd 
	Where small loans are given to businessmen and women who are too poor to qualify for traditional bank loans.

	Multi-national companies (MNCs)
Cwmnïau Amlwladol
	Large businesses, such as Sony, who have branches in several countries. The headquarters of MNCs are usually located in global cities.

	Multiplier effect
Effaith luosydd
	An upward spiral of the economy and its benefits on employment. 

	Newly Industrialised Country (NIC)
Gwledydd Newydd eu Diwydianeiddio
	Countries, such as India, which have a growing middle class, a strong manufacturing sector and rapid urban growth.

	Self-help
Hunan gymorth 
	Improvement projects carried out by ordinary people rather than by businesses or governments. Compare this to top-down development.

	Subsistence farmers
Ffermwyr ymgynhaliol

	A type of economic activity where very little money is used. In subsistence farming the farmer only produces enough food to feed the family. 

	Top-down development
Datblygiad mewn trefn
	When decisions about development are made by governments or officials rather than by ordinary people. Compare this to self-help schemes.

	Tourist enclave
Clofan i dwristiaid
	A tourist resort that is separated from local communities.

Masnach a Chymorth
	Bi-lateral aid
Cymorth dwyochrog
	Financial support or the gift of food, clothing or other emergency support, that is given directly from the government of one country to another. 

	Development aid
Cymorth datblygu
	Help which is given to tackle poverty and improve quality of life over the long term to improve education or health care.

	Emergency aid
Cymorth brys
	Help that is given urgently after a natural disaster or a conflict to protect the lives of the survivors.

	Free trade
Masnach rydd
	When countries trade without any limits to the amount of goods that can be exported and imported

	Import duty 
Toll mewnforio
	A tax placed on goods brought into a country to make them more expensive and protect local industries. See tariffs.

	Imports
Mewnforio
	The purchase of goods from another country.

	Multi-lateral aid
Cymorth amlochrog 
	Funding that involves many donor countries.

	Primary commodities
Nwyddau cynradd
	Raw materials which have not been processed. Coal, minerals and unprocessed food stuffs are all examples.

	Quotas
Cwotâu 
	Restrictions on the amount of particular goods that can be imported each year. 

	Subsidy
Cymhorthdal 
	A payment that a country makes to its own farmers and businesses so that their goods can be sold at a lower price to consumers.

	Tariffs
Tollau
	A type of tax, or import duty, charged on goods as they enter a country.

	Trade blocs
Blociau masnach
	Trading partnerships arranged between a group of countries. The European Union is one example.




Water resources
Adnoddau dŵr
	Abstraction
Alldynnu
	When water is taken from a river, reservoir or underground source to be used by people.

	Aquifers
Dyfrhaenau
	Rocks in the ground that are capable of holding large quantities of water

	Drainage basin
Dalgylch afon
	The area a river collects its water from. This is also called a catchment area.

	Groundwater store
Storfa dŵr daear
	Water in the ground below the water table.

	Over-abstraction
Gordynnu
	When water is abstracted at a faster rate than it is recharged, leading to a store of water decreasing in size.

	Rainwater harvesting
Casglu dŵr glaw
	The collection and storage of rain water, for example, from the roof of a house.

	Recharge
Ail-lenwi 
	Water that enters an aquifer and refills a groundwater store.

	Surface stores
Storfeydd arwyneb
	Places where water is found on the surface such as lakes and rivers.

	Water footprint
Ôl troed dŵr
	The amount of water used to make an item of food or make a product such as an item of clothing.

	Water security
Sicrwydd dŵr
	When a society has enough water to ensure that everyone has clean water, sanitation and good health and the economy has enough water to grow food and make things.

	Water stress
Straen dŵr
	When there is a shortage of water which creates risk for individuals, farmers or industries.

	Water transfer
Trosglwyddo dŵr
	A scheme that allows large quantities of water to be moved from a place where there is plenty of water to a place that does not have enough.
